Ministerial Musings

Fine-Tuning the Art
of Being a Unitarian Universalist

Every time I teach Orientation classes for New

Members and Friends, I realize that I have my own

opinions and interpretations about being a UU that are just

that – my own ideas, which I periodically discover not to

be necessarily in concert with the opinions of other UUs.

Although, sometimes they are!

So let me tell you about some of these ideas:

1. There are many more ways than THE ONLY WAY
to be a UU – theologically or otherwise. Yes, we have a

history, but also we have a present and a future. Did you

know that more than half of UUs in North America have

joined our movement within the last decade? What do you

think this says about where our UUA, our own Central

Midwest District, and our specific congregation are at

present and where they are going? Indeed, ways of being a

UU are vast and varied.

2. Most of us UUs (including me) have GREAT
EXPECTATIONS for our church. We seem to have a

communal restless spirit that is ever peeking around the

corner for something more. I have said before, and I still

believe it, that even if we UUs are not Calvinists with that

pernicious sense of “guilt and damnation,” nevertheless, we

are heirs to a work ethic (Protestant or otherwise!) that

calls us to be hard on ourselves – and on others. Lest we

forget, none of us is perfect, and all of us are in need of

encouragement and compliment.

3. Being a Unitarian Universalist is a WAY OF
BEING IN THE WORLD that goes beyond an institutional

connection, a specific history, or a litmus test of positions

held on social/political causes. All three things come

somewhat into play, but ultimately, it is about a certain

“style” or “attitude” concerning planetary if not cosmologi-

cal existence. These are basic to being a UU: a questioning

mind seeking authenticity and “truth(s),” a kind heart that

reaches out in love to others and the environment and

humbly respects one’s self, and a desire to make a differ-

ence in the world through actions, large or small.

4. We ALL OUR OWNERS. Ultimately what hap-

pens in our congregation depends on the will of the people.

Consider our UUA “Principles and Purposes.” They did

not come from a Holy See or from a few special

wordsmiths or philosophers. All UUs were asked to

contribute their thoughts and words to the process. That

means that our beliefs are not carved in stone. Through the

inclusive process of governance, this particular set of

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What started a year ago as an intention—to find a new settled ministry for Countryside

Church—has now been transformed into real hope and real possibility.  This Friday, the Ministe-

rial Search Committee begins conducting pre-candidating weekends with prospective ministers.

After months of information gathering from the congregation, analysis, document prepara-

tion, creation of selection criteria, evaluation processes, and interview questions—not to mention

reviewing applicant Ministerial Records, ministerial packets, reference checking, and conducting

phone interviews with promising candidates (whew!)—we are at last going to start interviewing

ministers face to face.  From a respectably long list of initial applicants, we’ve narrowed it down

to a reasonable number of ministers we are excited about.

About Pre-Candidating Weekends
Our “pre-candidates” are ministers who have survived and thrived through three rounds of review and interviewing

and who, despite all that, still seem to be interested in us!  Each pre-candidate is unique; in fact, they are all very differ-

ent from one another while still exhibiting the strengths and skills Countryside Church is looking for.  So starting Friday,

we crank the search process up a notch by meeting each one personally to get more information about the minister and

share more information about Countryside.

While each pre-candidating weekend is tailored to the minister’s situation, the same basic elements are involved.

The minister comes to Palatine, is given a tour of the church, meets with the Ministerial Search Committee for extended

periods of time, preaches in a neutral pulpit (at a UU church relatively close by and attended by the committee), and

debriefs with the committee.  This process takes from Friday afternoon through late Sunday afternoon.  Ministers may

bring their partners who often check out local real estate, schools if appropriate, etc., while participating in a few

activities with the minister and the committee.

By the time the pre-candidating weekends are over in early March, we hope we will have found a match made in

heaven—if you will excuse the expression—and choose a minister to present to the congregation as a candidate for our

settled ministry.  The final decision—to call or not to call the minister to our pulpit—will, of course, be yours by means

of a congregational vote.

Candidating Week
If all goes well, we expect to hold candidating week at Countryside in early April.  You’ll hear a lot more about that

as time goes on.  Meanwhile, the search committee would like to acknowledge Laura Mandell for agreeing to our “call”

for her to coordinate Candidating Week.  It’s  a big job, and Laura will be great at it!  Thank you!

Meanwhile, Some Things You Can Do To Help
YOU can help in a big way by helping to keep the church as neat, clean, and “picked up” as possible on Fridays

and Saturdays so we can show off our beautiful space to its best advantage.  This isn’t just a “buyers” market—we

need to sell ourselves to these ministers as well!  We’ve taken a big step forward already, because all the ministers

we’ve talked to have given us great feedback on our packet, liking the energy, history, and community and future focus

they found there.  If you get a chance, please stop by the church office and have a look at the packet.  Laurie has a

desk copy anyone can look at.

And finally, we would appreciate your thoughts and prayers and energetic focus for the next few weeks.  Knowing

we have your support and that the whole congregation—not just the committee—will be pulling together in this time will

make a big difference for us.  So, if you have a meeting, you might include the search in your chalice lighting.  Or your

individual meditation.  Or think intentionally of the search while you’re roaming the halls of the church with a trash bag

on a Thursday night!  The interconnected web of all existence  will allow us to feel your help and support as we move

forward, even though we won’t be with you on Sundays for a while.  We would be grateful.

We can guide others, helping them to

understand the consequences of their actions, but

let us do so with loving intent. And when we

make mistakes, may we seek forgiveness and

know that those we have wronged will attempt to

understand our shortcomings and seek to forgive

us. We realize that these are ideals, but we are a

people who seek to recreate the world afresh

each morning.

Finally, let me just say “thank you” for being

such a wonderful congregation!

The current crisis in Kenya is dire, and the Unitarian

Universalist Service Committee (UUSC) is mounting an

urgent effort to respond. UUSC condemns the mounting

violence precipitated by the electoral crisis in Kenya, and

we are deeply concerned about the growing humanitarian

crisis. Across Kenya, entire neighborhoods and villages

have been burned to the ground. Sources report that

between 485 and 600 people have been killed, numbers

that are likely to rise once humanitarian aid groups gain

access to remote areas that are currently restricted.

An estimated 255,000 displaced people have

crowded into insufficiently equipped sites, without ad-

equate access to food, water, medicines, and other

supplies. Another 250,000 people who have not been

displaced are in need of food, water, and other services.

Kenyans still in their homes also are living with insecurity

and many are afraid to leave; Kenyans report that people

are being forced from their homes at night. Schools that

were scheduled to open Monday, January 14, are full of

displaced persons, and parents fear sending children to

school amid the current insecurity. Many hospitals are

overwhelmed with trauma cases and are running low on

medicines and supplies.

Areas throughout the country are being strained by

serious shortages of fuel, water, food, and other commodi-

ties due to closed ports and the paralyzed transportation

system. Because Kenya also serves as the regional hub for

trade and the flow of relief supplies, the growing crisis

threatens vital humanitarian work in Uganda, southern

Sudan, and the Congo.

In order to help us respond, UUSC asks our mem-

bers and supporters to give to the UUSC-UUA Kenya

Crisis Fund. Through UUSC’s long-term and ongoing

work in Kenya, we have established relationships with

grassroots organizations from a variety of social sectors. In

collaboration with these groups, we have been monitoring

the situation closely. An expert delegation led by UUSC

President Charlie Clements and Programs Director Atema

Eclai will be traveling to Kenya on January 19 to assess

the growing humanitarian crisis by meeting with UUSC

partners, community members and leaders, and humanitar-

ian specialists.
